Daily Schedule

1. Check chlorine and PH with test kit (preferably in the evenings). Testing water should be a regular procedure. Adjust TOTAL ALKALINITY and WATER HARDNESS weekly.

2. Clean the surface and floor of the pool of any debris that might have accumulated.

3.  Clean the skimmer basket.

4.  Clean lint basket (located in the pump). This sometimes is not necessary every day. To clean this basket, disconnect hydro and turn ball valve to off so as not to lose the prime when removing the cap from the pump.

5.  Add chlorine as required.

6. Adjust PH, T.A., Calcium Hardness, and Stabilizer, if necessary.

Priming The System

When the filter is above the water line it is necessary to prime the pump before circulation can be started.

1. Turn ball valve to the off position, or valve in front of pump.

2. Remove the lid from the strainer basket and fill the basket with water.

3. Replace lid and tighten the clamp or screw on lid. (If clamp is not tightened properly air will enter into the lines making circulation very difficult).

4. If you have an auto-chlorinator fill it with water.

5. Turn on motor and place the ball valve on ½-1/2 position. (It can take anywhere from 15 seconds to 5 minutes to prime the lines, depending on the distance the filter is from the pool)

Note:  To avoid losing the prime, always turn the valve to the off position before taking the lid off the hair and lint basket. Always turn the motor off before removing the lid from the hair and lint basket. Empty the basket in the skimmer whenever a build up of debris occurs.

Vacuuming The Pool 

1. Vacuum with the filter dial valve on the filter position.

2. Turn ball valve at the pump to Full Skim. Or, shut off main drain line if there are two valves. If only one line comes from the skimmer, plug the main drain line in the skimmer.

3. Connect one end of the vacuum hose to the vacuum brush and pole and the other end to the vacuum plate. Place pole, vacuum head and hose in the water and place vacuum plate end over a directional return in order to blow air out of the hose. Then place vacuum plate end in the skimmer. Be sure the white basket is in the skimmer and has a proper seal. You should not see any water movement in the skimmer well.

4. You may now begin vacuuming the pool. Move head slowly over the bottom so as not to stir up debris.

5. If the debris is particularly heavy, you may vacuum to drain by placing the filter dial valve on the drain position. You are now running water out of your pool. Never vacuum on backwash position.

6. When vacuuming, debris is building up in the filter sand. After vacuuming or when the gauges indicate, the filter should be backwashed by placing the dial valve to the backwash position for 3 minutes. Then turn the dial valve to rinse for 30 seconds. Then turn the dial valve to the filter position  for normal operation.

7. It is recommended for maximum life of the dial valve to shut off filter between changing cycles.

8. After vacuuming procedure is complete the ball valve should be changed to the normal operation position-1/2 skim and ½ main drain.

9. If your filter dial valve has a test position, this is strictly a trouble shooting device and should never be utilized other than by a service person.

                                                                                                                                                              Hair And Lint Baskets 

At both the skimmer and the pump there is a hair and lint basket. These should be emptied whenever a build up of debris occurs.

Gauges

When the difference between the two gauges (if applicable) reaches 15-20 lbs. It is time to backwash. The bottom gauge reads your return pressure and the upper gauge reads the pressure in the filter tank. If there is only one gauge, it reads the build up of tank pressure, and will rise as dirt builds up. Backwash when pressure is 10 lbs over normal.

Ball Valve

The ball valve is located at the filter pump and is used to regulate the flow of the water from the skimmer and the main drain. The ideal flow rate would be 50% skimmer and 50% main drain. Many pools have two separate valves, one for the main drain and one for the skimmer. Some pools only have one line going into the front of the pump- these may not have a valve at all.

Winterize

1. Vacuum the pool thoroughly and check the chemical balance, PH, and total alkalinity.

2. Turn the ball valve to the full main drain position and backwash the filter for at least 30 minutes. Pump water one inch below the return fittings. If there is only one line going into the pump, use an adapter or vacuum plate in the skimmer to seal the vacuum hose connection.

3. Place the dial valve handle to winterize position with the motor running and ball valve to full skim. This will allow air into the tank and will push the water out of the lines. Make sure the water comes out of the return lines. The water in the main drain and the skimmer lines will seek the level of the pool. Remove all water from the skimmer well and install a gizmo. Open ball valve and disconnect. We recommend you either use a shop vac or blower to get more water out of the lines.

4. Remove directional return fittings and install winterizing plugs.  NOTE: Use Teflon tape to seal the threads.

5. Remove the frost plugs (two on pump and cap at bottom of filter tank) and make sure all water is removed from pump and tank. Remove gauge or backwash indicator. Place dial valve on winterize position.

6. If you have a heater make sure the drain plugs are open  and water has drained. NOTE: Heater must be level for all water to drain. Also, remove pressure relief valve. Refer to manufacturer’s winterizing instructions. Turn gas off at heater.  

7. Remove the ladders and diving board. The diving board must be laid on a flat surface and wedges should be removed from ladder anchors.

8. Place grease in all threaded holes in pump, filter and on threads of diving board base.

9. Cover the filter and the heater with a weatherproof covering.

10. Place one gallon of liquid chlorine and one quart of algaecide per 5,000 gallons of water and mix thoroughly.

11. Place the cover on the pool and fasten securely. NOTE: The use of water tubes to secure the cover prevents any possible damage, which occurs from high winds, prevents any excess debris from entering under the cover and seals the chlorine in the water. For fitted covers, there is normally a retainer clip to prevent the cover from falling out.

12. In a high water table area, raise the water up to bottom of skimmer.

Open Pool    

1. Pump the cover off and remove carefully so as not to spill debris in pool.

2. Check the PH and total alkalinity, adjust accordingly and super chlorinate immediately.

3. Scrub the water line with vinyl cleaner and start filling the pool with water.

4. Remove the plugs in the return lines and install directional eyeballs. Connect all plumbing and replace all plugs.

5. Once the water is three quarters up the skimmer mouth, prime the pump (see priming procedure). Start the pump with the dial valve on filter position.

6. Re-install ladders and diving board. Wax all fibreglass accessories with paste wax.

7. Vacuum pool if any debris has seeped in.

8. When removing water from a winter cover with a small pump do not let the pump lay on the cover. Water can seep through a winter cover and you can pump the water level in the pool down; have the pump- hanging in the water and not resting on the cover.

Helpful Hints 
· For any equipment, which is not mentioned in these instructions, please consult the manufacturer’s instructions. 

· For maximum water clarity operate the filter unit 24 hours a day.

· Avoid using excessive sun tan oils or cosmetics when using the pool, as they will coat the filter bed.

· Always shut off pump when changing positions on dial valve head.
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
